Creating a Pattern

1. Select an image

2. Select the image or an area of the image

3. Edit>Define Pattern

4. Name the pattern; click OK

5. Pattern will appear in the pattern options when you are using Pattern Stamp tool

Note: you can also create your own patterns instead of selecting from an image.

Creating a Brush

1. Select an image area

2. Edit>Define Brush Preset

3. Name the brush>hit OK

4. It will appear in the brush options window

Filling Text with a “Set” Portion of an image

1. Select an image

2. Choose one of the type mask tool

3. Type desired word

a. It will appear like a quick mask (light red)

4. Change to the Move tool and you can move text to where you want it

Filling Text with a “Movable” Portion of an Image

1. Select an image

2. Create a New Layer

3. Type with the Type tool

4. Move the Type layer below the image layer (you may need to rename the “Background” layer)

5. Go to Layer>Create Clipping Mask

6. With the move tool you can move the image about within the text
