Desaturating an Image in Photoshop

1. Open the desired image. File > Open

2. Go to Image > Adjustments > Desaturate.  This will turn your image black and white.

In this window you can control the resolution and size of you image.  A resolution of 72 is sufficient for an image that will only be viewed on a computer screen.  You’ll want a resolution of 200 or larger for anything you wish to print.

If you want to avoid any kind of distortion you need to make sure the scale styles and constrain proportions options are checked

Knowing the pixel size will help you envision how large an image will be online, the document size will help you visualize how large a printed image will be.
